ARTICLE I

NAME

Section 1:
The name of the recognized organization shall be StoutCatholic, which is a student organization of the University of Wisconsin-Stout.

ARTICLE II

ORGANIZATION PURPOSE

Section 1:
StoutCatholic seeks to provide a community which will foster the intellectual growth, psychological well being and the on-going spiritual formation of all current UW-Stout students. The organization does this through liturgy, prayer experiences, service, sharing meals, teaching and discussions informed by the Catholic Faith Tradition.
ARTICLE III

AFFILIATIONS
Section 1:
StoutCatholic is affiliated with the Roman Catholic Diocese of La Crosse.

ARTICLE IV

MEMBERSHIP

Section 1:
Membership is open to all current members of the Stout community.

ARTICLE V

OFFICERS

Section 1:
The executive board of StoutCatholic shall be called the StoutCatholic Leadership Team, which consists of four (4) students that plan and execute Thursday programs, are a liaison to SSA, generate and execute goals, ideas, and visions to create a thriving Catholic community. Other leadership roles are voluntary and vary year by year with student interests and talents. 
Section 2:
Terms of officers and volunteer positions are one (1) year, but may be renewed. Members may hold multiple positions if deemed acceptable by the advisor(s).
Section 3:
Officers may be removed by the Chaplain and/or the Director as they deem necessary.
ARTICLE VI:

ELECTIONS

Section 1:
Officers are nominated, not elected. Nominations shall be held in either late in the month of April or early May, or as needed due to a vacancy. Nominations will take place on a pre-selected Thursday evening. If deemed necessary, nominations may be requested over to the next week for better turnout. 
Section 2:
Vacancies for offices will be filled as they arise by the nomination process.

Section 3:
Nominated officers must meet the approval of both advisors to Newman Catholic Students (the Chaplain and Director).
