Article I: Name
The name of this organization shall be Stout Highflyers.

Article II: Purpose
The purpose of this Organization shall be to Design Build and Fly Unmanned Aerial Vehicles for competition. Take passion and innovation from the best engineers and technical positions to create the best team and aircraft for all purposes.
Article III: Membership
Section 1: 
Membership is open to all registered students in good standing at the University of
Wisconsin-Stout. All student organization members must maintain a minimum, a 2.0
grade-point average (on a 4.0 scale) to be eligible for participation in a Recognized
Student Organization.

Section 2: 
Stout Highflyers	 will not discriminate against membership of any individual based upon
race, gender, religion, ancestry, age, veteran status, marital status, sexual orientation,
income, physical ability or political ideology, unless specified in the governing document
of the organization or pursuant to an exception recognized by University, local, state or
federal laws / ordinances.
Section 3:
Membership will be declared an Inactive Member upon 4 consecutive missed weeks. Inactive members do not affect meeting Quorums. All other statuses remain consistent with regular members. Upon first reappearance standard membership will be reinstated.






Article IV: Officers
Section 1:	 Officers of the Organization shall be as follows:
1. President
2. Vice President
3. Treasurer
4. Production Leader
5. Electronics Leader
6. Secretary

Section 2: 	Duties of Officers
1. All: Attend 100% of the meetings, unless written notification is provided to the other officers and assist the president.
2. President: Will run meetings and create agendas.  The president is also in charge of communication with external partners.
3. Vice President: Responsible for keeping in contact with members and managing OrgSync.
4. Treasurer: Will manage budget and advise the fundraising committee. Applies for funding from the annual budget or contingency.
5. Production Leader - Responsible for the non-electronic component's fabrication and assembly 
6. Electronics Leader- Responsible for electronic systems and programing.
7. Secretary: Oversees the keeping of meeting minutes and contacting group members with general information. The secretary is also responsible for creating posters and pamphlets.

Section 3:	 Election of officers:
Elections shall be held the last week of April or the week following the AIAA DBF competition, whichever comes later. Any persons who have been members of the club for a minimum of 1 year are eligible to vote. A new officer is appointed when there is a majority vote in their favor.  All members in good standing may vote.  Votes will be placed anonymously on a ballot and counted by the advisor.  Should the advisor be absent at the time of the vote, the ballots will be counted by a non-candidate member.
Section 4:	 
Officers shall take office immediately after elections and shall serve until the following election or until they step down. Previous officers will advise the new officers for at least two following meetings.

Article V: Removal of Officers
Section 1:	 
Officers failing to fulfill the given responsibilities and duties may be removed by the
regular members of the Organization.
Section 2:
The removal of an officer requires a 2/3 vote of a quorum following the notification of
the officer in question. Such notification shall be provided in writing no less than seven
working days prior to the vote. Officer in question will have a chance to defend themselves to the organization before the vote is cast.

Article VI: Replacement of Officers
Section 1:
 In the case where the Presidential Office is vacant, the Vice-President will immediately fill
the position.
Section 2:
 All other executive board positions found to be vacant shall be filled by election
immediately.
Section 3:	 
All other positions should be filled through appointment or election. (This section should
only be included if the organization outlines positions that are not part of the executive
board.)
Article VII: Advisor
Section 1:
 	The advisor of the Stout Highflyers must be a faculty or staff member of the
University of Wisconsin – Stout.
Section 2: 
The student organization advisor serves in voluntary or assigned capacity to the
recognized student organization and provides guidance, direction, advice, and continuity
to the members of the organization.
Section 3:
 The advisor will be selected by Nomination by previous advisor.
Article VIII: Meetings
Section 1: 
A regularly scheduled general meeting shall be held at least once a week. The officers may call additional meetings when the need arises.

Section 2: 
A quorum shall consist of 40% of the regular members.
Section 3: 
A quorum shall be present for any official business to be conducted. Official
business shall include elections of officers, setting of dues and any other major decisions
affecting the Organization.
Section 4:	 
Parliamentary Authority (e.g. Robert’s Rules of Order) will be utilized at all meetings.
Article IX: Amendments
Section 1:
 	All amendments to this constitution require notice of one week to being
discussed and voted upon.
Section 2:
 	All amendments require a 2/3 vote of a quorum for adoption.

Article X: Committees
Section 1: 
The officers of the Organization shall have the authority to create any committees,
standing or special, that will further the purpose of the organization. Committees report to the Vice President for production and design coherency. 
Section 2: 
List the committees, who oversees committees, and what their duties are.
1.1. Fundraising committee: Led by the treasurer and their duty is to draw up and execute plans for fundraising.
1.2. Mechanical design committee: Led by the production leader and their duty is to design and build the physical attributes of the aircraft.
1.3. Electrical design committee: Led by the electronics leader and their duty is to design and build the electrical systems. (Hardware and Software Aspects)

Article XI: Finance
Section 1:

The Treasurer is responsible for all organizational monies the organization must comply
with all university and SSA policies.
Section 3: 
The organization shall set up an agency account through the university or
off-campus bank account. President, Treasurer and Faculty Advisor will have access to said account
Section 4: 
SSA Budget: All student organizations awarded a budget through the SSA must comply
with all policies and procedures set forth by the Financial Affairs Committee of the SSA.
